Hence, if there
are many visitors, some may not be able to meet. Itis notintended for any long discussion. The
Open House is also subject to cancellation without notice, if exigencies arise on a given day.

4, Due to security restrictions in Rashtrapati Bhavan, those officers who wish to come
during the Open House period and do not have the requisite passes, should communicate their
name and vehicle number, in advance, to the Cabinet Secretary’s office on telephone (Nos.011-
