NOTIFICATION

New Delhi, the 9th February, 1978

S.O. 88(E).—In exerecise of the powers conferred by
clause (3) of article 77 of the Constitution, the President
hereby makes the following rules further to amend the Gov-
ernment of India (Allocation of Business) Rules, 1961.
namely :—

1. (1) These rules may be called the Government of India
(Allocation of Business) (One hundred and twenty-
fifth Amendment) Rules, 1978.

(2) They shair come into force at once.

2. In the Government of India (Allocation of Business)
Rules, 1961 (hereinafter referred to as the said rules), in the
First Schedule,—

(a) for entries 1A, IB and IC the following entry shall
be substituted, namely :—•

"'tA. Ministry of Commerce, Civfl Supplies and Co-
operation (Vanijya, Nagrik Pootti aur Sahkrfiita
Mantralaya) :

(i) Department of Commerce (Vanijya Vibhag).

(ii) Department of Civil Supplies and Cooperation
(Nagrik Poorti aur Sahkarita Vibhag).";

(b) for entry 15, the following entry shall be substi-
tuted, namely :—

"15. Ministry of Petroleum, Chemicals and Fertilisers
(Petroleum, Rasayan aur Urvarak Mantralaya):

(i) Deportment of Petroleum (Petroleum Vibhag).

(ii) Department of Chemicals and Fertilizers (Ra-
sayan aur Urvarak Vibhag)." ;

3. In the Second Schedule to the said rules,—

(a) the heading "MINISTRY OF CHEMICALS AND
FERTILIZERS (RASAYAN AUR URVARAK.
MANTRALAYA), and the entries thereunder shall
be omitted ;

(b) the heading "MINISTRY OF CIVIL SUPPLIES
AND COOPERATION (NAGRIK POORTI AUR
SAHKARITA MANTRALAYA)", and the entries
thereunder shall be omitted ;

(a) for the heading "MINISTRY OF COMMERCE
(VANIJYA MANTRALAYA)" and the entries
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thereunder, the following heading 'ind entries shall
be substituted, namely :—

"MINISTRY OF COMMERCE, CIVIL SUPPLIES
AND COOPERATION (VAN1JYA, NAGRTK
POORTI AUR SAHKARITA MANTRAI ATA) ' .
